In 1985, teachers and students (of shivpati post graduate 

college) once again came together. This time for a social cause. Local act of safe drinking water gave birth 

to Shohratgarh Environmental Society (SES). It was started as a voluntary organization but passion & 

hard work of their founders gave it recognition. SES has been registered as society under   Society 

Registration XXI (1860).In all those years SES has worked at root level in villages. While working our 

workers have developed rapport with general communities, people of villages & others. They call the 

organization ñParyavaran Samitiò (Environmental Society)   Calling it paravaran samiti by people shows 

its universal appeal & acceptance of common people. Though by name it looks that our organization works 

only for area concern with environmental issues but that is not true. As an organization SES knows its 

responsibility towards society & worked in different arena of social sector. It is sustainable agriculture, 

health, disaster management, livelihood, education, empowerment of women. SES helped people to raise 

their voice in form of advocacy. In last 24 years, Karmbhoomi (Operational area) of society is Uttar 

Pradesh.

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A NEW RAY OF HOPE IN DUKHNAAõS LIFE: 

Dukhnaa - Age 47, lives with his four sons in village of pariganwa (in block of 

shohratgarh,U.P). Life was bad for dukhnaa when there were less resources 

& flow of cash was insufficient for livelihood. Local moneylenders made life 

of her family miserable. Though, she had land of 1.5 bigha but not fulfilling 

her livelihood needs. Shohratgarh environmental society initiated creation of 

self help group in that village named-Siddharth Mahila Bachat Samuh. 

Dukhnaa came to know about this self help group. Initially, she was hesitant 

to join the group as she has her own doubts about the group. Later, she came 

to know about benefit & importance of the group, she joined it.  She starts 

saving with support of SHG. At the same time, she was searching for new 

possibilities of employment. Workers of SES told her about organic farming 

.She start rowing cash crops with organic farming method of NADEP, Vermi 

Compost, C.P.P .The same land on which she was farming paddy & rice 

earlier & getting   little money .The farming of cash crop helped her very 

much. In cash crop, she invests only Rs.500. She used that cash crop for daily 

meal of her family (she saves Rs. 250). Rest of crop  ,she sell in the market & 

earn Rs. 3000/-.In her own words of confidence ά¢ƘŜ ƳŜǘƘƻŘ ƛǎ ǎƛƳǇƭŜ ϧ 

need less investment. It is good source of income. Now, I am targeting to

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MODERN AGE  SUDAMA:  

Sudama lives in Kusmhi village of jogia block. His 13 member family includes 

wife, 7 boys, 3 girls & his aged father. He is owner of 8 bigha land & they 

cultivate 4 to 6 bigha land but the return from the land was meager. The first

Sudama got first ray of hope when he met with workers of SES. He came to

India ς the country where women still holds less than 10 % seats in upper 

house of parliament, story of Suryamati is addition of one more feather in 

women empowerment.Suryamati lives in same village where sudama lives

Jai maa kali group 

decided to stand up their own candidate & suryamati was nominated for 

candidate. 4 women were standing in the election. Every group member 

went to house of village for urging votes. With hard work, Suryamati won by 

30 votes. If you think that winning election is enŘ ƻŦ ǎǳǊȅŀƳǘƛΩǎ ŎŀǊŜŜǊ ŀǎ 

husbands are working as proxy heads of such government institution after 

election ends. You are wrong; it was not end for suryamati. When country 

was in euphoria of development of 6 lane, thousand kilometer highway,  

people of kusmuhi were struggling for mere 2 kilometer roads from several 

years . Many candidates have come & gone but  the demand for 

development  of  road still persists .Suryamati has taken  this responsibility & 

fulfilled the road demand of their fellow villagers. Credit goes to member of 

JAI MAA KALI  SHG group & suryamati who have shown courage to fight 

election & rise for the occasion for villagers. In the words of Suryamati ά Lǘ ƛǎ
